Motion to Review and Accept the Minutes from: meeting at March 1st at the Hamilton Labour Council – 1st  Alida and 2nd by Joyce Chapman.

Motion to accept the Agenda for today March 15, 2010 with additions  – 1st David Derbyshire 2nd by Tammy H.  Agenda Items: 
1. Keith Neighbourhood Hub Planning Team Invitation to the Community. Letter distributed. 4 persons interested in attending – Representing CPCPT: Sandy Penner, Hans Kater, Tammy H and Dwayne Brown attending.

2. Concerns about HCF, David and Hans drafted a letter to give to Sharon Charters on behalf of our team. Priorities and Economic Securities for proposals this year were a different direction and as a team we were unable to adequately work through them due to the timing of the season. Applications and deadlines within our community engagement. Hans Kater. From our previous meeting there was discussion on how the Grants were presented. Hans presented a question/suggest of notification to the guideline process for extended notice. Main remarks deal with notification and information. With further notice we would have been more responsive to promote and extend our willingness to work in the Community. In future we need to plan for the coming here in the fall. Hamilton Community Foundation could change the priority, however if we are planning through the fall Agenda we will be better prepared.  For groups that have money left over from the previous year, David suggests that we contact the HCF for permission as they do not want the funds returned but do ask for us to inform them of our progress.

3. Holy Name of Jesus – Stepping It Up meeting Tuesday March 9th – school safety concern update. This is a ‘participaction’ type initiative to engage students involved in physical activity. Dwayne observed students and staff at the school while the meeting turned into a possible brain storm session without a decision making process. Walking to school is clearly an issue, parking and the danger of children involved in accidents. David suggests we organise a walk home and virtual bus system of taking the children home. Pat Akers, at Holy Name of Jesus and Queen Mary and Memorial. Public Health and the City worked together to resolve the issues and we will wait to hear from them and plan to engage neighbourhood safety for students walking to and from school. Lisa Kiriakopoulos – all three of those schools do have after school programs.  Dwayne will then forward the information to us.  Side note of ‘Jazz in the Hubs’ David, they identified several schools they would like to work with. King George and Holy Name will have the music project while they promote the Instrument for every student. Hear and experience music with an evening to start music programs back in school.  Global initiative that will promote student orchestra’s that received instruments from this program. Possible date for Holy Name of Jesus is May 4th. Tanya from Holy Name of Jesus speaking about a group of student from Westdale that if we were interested we could have them play. Classical music at future events.

4. Nancy Rumble – Around the Bay Race. March 28th between Gage and Kenilworth have the community out  for the thousands of runners that will come through our area. 8:45am – 11:00am. 

5. Flyer distributions – pricing for advertisements, kind of advertisements, kind of advertisements – Jarah West. Resting from damaging her knee is soccer. Question of the amount for advertising in our Newsletter. Jarah decided that a business card size add would be $40. Sandy would appreciate and pointed out due process for advertisements in the future. Discussion followed regarding the process and possibly whom we would promote in our Newsletter. An addition to the Agenda on April 19th to discuss funding and stipulations for the Newsletter. There was a discussion about allowing local politicians to advertise during election year and the overall consensus was not to do this. 

6. E-mail and Telephone Communication list – update and discuss networking possibilities. Several name were removed from the list. How should we communicate the meetings? For those that do not have internet how, when and where should we communicate the next meetings. Minutes and Agenda’s could be available at our partners. New Business:

1. Legal Workshop – David Derbyshire – we applied for a grant to run this program, it was not initially approved but now in the second round it was. Are we interested in having a workshop to cover certain areas of the law for discussion and information within the community. We could have two separate workshops in our community with a Lawyer bringing brought in. Funds available for refreshments and committee. Kayla and Sandra Penner, Joyce Chapman to volunteer with David Derbyshire to put together and plan the project. Family Law, Young  Offenders... etc. 

2. Justice Camp – David Derbyshire – In May 11-13, 2010. David was asked to host a portion of the Camp on Social Justice Issues at McMaster University by the Anglican Church of Canada. The goal is research on how we bring people together and build on the strength of the neighbourhood. Resident engagement, David hopes to brings these folks to our committee meeting and discussions to meet with this team for engagement. The CPCPT will work together with David to meet with members and provide more information about this initiative.
